Centered on
1,500 of the Srm’s original 3.800 acres, the

million, 70 percent of which comes from rev-
enue streams such as the sale of cheese and
income from the inn’s rooms and restamrant
(Charitable contributions and grants fund the
remaining 30 percent.)

An organic gurden provides food for the
inn and staff, with excess sent to the local
furmers’ market and to area food kitchens.
Solar panels atop the Farm Barn and in the
Solar Orchard provide half of the estate’s
electricity; whey, a cheese-making byprod-
9t s spread on the fields as fartilizer. The
groperty has carned a Natjonal Trust for
Historie Preservation Honor Award, and
National Historic Landmark designation.
